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      Acceptable Use & Internet Access Statement
Stretham School actively promotes the use of computers, which provide access to the internet and email, to support learning.  The following rules will help to keep everyone safe.
Children must agree to:
· only access the computer systems with their own logon user name and password which I will not share with others

· not access other people’s files

· only use the computers for school related work unless permission has been given by a teacher

· not bring in CD-ROMS (including CD-Rs and CD-RWs) or data pens from outside school unless permission has been given by the school

· ask permission from a teacher before using the internet

· only email people that they know or their teacher has approved

· send messages that are always polite and responsible

· not give out their surname, home address or telephone number, or arrange to meet someone, unless both their teacher and their parent/guardian has given permission

· report any unpleasant material or messages that they may see or that are sent to them
· not print or download anything from the internet, without permission from a member of staff
Children should also understand that:
· school will check computer files and will monitor the internet sites that are visited
· food and drink must never be consumed at or near any computer equipment
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
